DO: Use your sources to help you build a claim about happiness

DON’T: Just parrot your sources

DO: Feel free to make an argument about happiness can be attained
DON’T: Write a self-help essay (Your goal is to convince your reader of an underappreciated idea, not to help them achieve happiness in their lives)

DO: Feel free to mine your own experience to help you get to your claim

DON’T: Make your essay just about your own experience


DO: Look for research from multiple perspectives and disciplines to help you find a surprising angle that you can write about. 

DON’T: Just go and find the shortest, most obvious, and easiest idea to present about happiness

DON’T: Make a claim that could be found stitched on a throw pillow or hung on the wall in your mom's kitchen
DO: Take risks in questioning those throw-pillow ideas and received wisdom

Do: Use your area of expertise to help you make a claim about expertise in general
Don't: Just write about your area of expertise

Do: Use an anecdote to help you explain your concept of expertise

Don't: Let the anecdote take up half (or more) of your draft, or just tell a story without connecting it to your concept

Do: Use Gladwell, Gawande, and Percy to help you build your argument

Don't: Simply recap them like it's a book report

Do: Be original, insightful, inquisitive

Don't: Be safe
